Borough made it six wins out of six with a well
deserved 235 victory away to league leaders
Luctonians on Saturday. The win moves
Peterborough up to fourth in the table only two
points behind Luctonians who despite losing,
stay at the top. However, such a result seemed
most unlikely for most of the first half as Luctonians applied the early pressure. After only
five minutes a poor Peterborough clearance kick failed to find touch and Luctonians winger
Pete Smith evaded several tackles to score near the corner. The conversion attempt failed,
but Luctonians continued through most of the next 35 minutes to dominate possession and
terrltory It was only determined Borough defence that prevented Luctonians taking a big
. - _. lead. Then the game began to swing

Borough's way, when just before half
time Max Guseinov fielded a ball on his
22-metre line and with a mazy run took
4 it all the way to the Luctonians 22. The

forwards drove the ball close to the
. Luctonians line from where the ball
was swung quickly out to the wing
where none other than prop James
Clarke was lurking with intent. He took
the pass, surged to the line and nobody
was going to stop him. The try, which
was not converted, brought the half to
an end with the score at 5. The second
half saw a resurgent Borough cranking up their game. The pressure brought early results
with Luctonians straying offside in defence and on 48 and 52 minutes presenting Duncan
Low with two 25-metre penalties which were slotted between the posts with ease. Fifteen
minutes into the second half Joel Burpitt, who had a storming game, was substituted by
Pete Brudnell whose fresh legs and powerful surging runs played a big part in keeping
Luctonians on the back foot. On 65 minutes a lineout on the Luctonians 22 was taken by
Borough. The ball was whipped along the line
and Low, on an overlap, scored a try in the
corner. Although the conversion failed, Borough
were now well on top and never looked like ‘
conceding points. A fitting finale came in the
final minute of the game when Marius
Andrijauskas secured another touchdown for
Borough following a forward drive from a five-
metre lineout. Low converted to complete a
hugely important victory for Borough.
