Peterborough came within two minutes of claiming the Wells Bombardier East 

Midlands Cup at Bedford Blues ground on Sunday afternoon but were denied with a 

penalty kick by Ampthill’s stand off Keiran Davies in time added on at the end of an 

entertaining fixture between two well-matched teams.  

Borough have not won the 

trophy since 1989 and have 

been in six losing finals since 

then so their hopes were high of 

delivering some silverware back 

to the city.  

After early pressure Borough 

settled into the match and by 

half time held the lead thanks to 

two successful penalty kicks 

from the reliable boot of centre 

Duncan Low on 11 and 36 

minutes.  

To be fair Ampthill had squandered much of their ball possession and their kicker 

Davies had missed three reasonable chances to get on the score sheet with penalty 

attempts but Borough looked comfortable and did well to contain the lively table 

topping side from Midlands Two East.  

Low landed his third penalty kick shortly after the start of the second period as 

Peterborough moved further ahead at 9-0.  

And Borough remained in the driving seat until 49 minutes when winger Aleks 

Ciuchlejus was adjudged to have prevented Ampthill’s 

winger Adam Shaw from touching down in the corner 

with a high tackle.  

After consulting with his touch judge the referee 

awarded a penalty try to the South Bedfordshire club 

which was converted by Davies to bring them into the 

match just two points adrift at 9-7.  

On 72 minutes Davies hit the upright with yet another 

penalty kick and, as the game moved towards full time, 

the trophy looking destined for a trip up the A1.  

But it was not to be. A Peterborough defensive error as 

the match edged into injury time gave Davies a last 

chance to land a penalty attempt with possibly his most difficult kick from some 40 

yards out. With wind in his favour he planted the ball firmly between the posts to 

secure the match and destroy the hopes of the Peterborough squad.

ENGLAND OPPOSE ELVs 

                                                          
England will lead the opposition when 
the top nations gather in London this 
weekend to discuss the experimental 
law variations, currently being trialled on 
a global basis.  

 
The IRB is organising the conference and will come armed with 
statistics about how ball-in-play time has increased since the ELV 
introductions, and the game has become more entertaining as a 
consequence. Any changes will need a 75% majority in May to come 
into force. 
 
The RFU conducted exhaustive research into the impact of ELVs, 
analysing every match in the 2008-09 Guinness Premiership, as well 
as England’s nine internationals.  
 
Conclusions are that far from having positive impact, the changes 
have made rugby more defence-oriented with fewer sides willing to 
take risks and a surfeit of kicking out of hand resulting as a 
consequence. Referees have also complained the ELVs make their job 
more complicated. 
 
Six Nations representatives met last week to discuss the variations 
â€“ England, Wales and Ireland were resolutely opposed to the vast 
majority, Scotland was in support, France equivocated and Italy did 
not attend, although Italian head coach Nick Mallett is known to 
oppose the maul rule. 
 
The main supporters of the ELVs have been in Sanzar, namely 
Australia, with New Zealand and South Africa’s position being they 
would like to see some changes.
